Fo‘tg [’ the phone tree messages that we have
/ sent from the church. | hope that they are
being well received. So far, the feedback has

/ been mostly good. The only negative is that

some folks have trouble hearing the message.

We are using this system as a time and
money saving device. For instance, if we
~N needed to send a reminder postcard to the
) ~ approximately 25 members of the

Administrative Board it would cost us $6.00 in postage and materials.
To send a message on the phone tree costs us $2.50. If you calculate
that price, we pay about 10 cents for each call.

We will use the system for more than just meeting notification. If
there is a death in the church family, we will send out a notification
with details of the service and meal, if there is a meal to be served. We
will also use the phone tree to send out prayer requests. Our current
system sometimes breaks down between the first caller on the prayer
chain and the last caller on the prayer chain. With this system,
everyone gets the message almost simultaneously. With winter
approaching, we can use the system to alert the congregation of
closings and cancellations. The uses of the system are limited only by
our imagination and the 45 second time limit imposed on the
messages.

In case you want to hear a message again, then please follow the
instructions printed below:

——

Retrieving Your Messages

1. Dial 1-877-698-3261 from any touch-tone telephone.

2. At the greeting press 1, and then enter the phone number
that OneCall Now normally calls (most likely your home phone
number).

3. If your message requires that you enter a touch-tone reply,
press the appropriate key for your answer.
